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Töging-based enterprise baierl + demmelhuber invested more 
than EUR 6 million into the expansion of its local premises, ma-
king this the largest investment in its history. The completion of 
the new woodworking shop and the office complex, both of which 
are now officially in operation, paved the way for the company’s 
future. 

Last year, baierl+demmelhuber celebrated its 50th anniversary 
in the woodworking shop, which was still vacant at the time. This 
past weekend, the company hosted the grand opening celebra-
tion for the completed structure, which accommodates the new 
production and storage facility as well as the new office complex 
to mark the official opening date. Managing directors Christian 
and Johannes Demmelhuber invested a lot of labor and planning 
work into the facility expansion on their business premises near 
Interstate A94.
They are pleased with the outcome. “It turned out to be a perfect 
result,” comments Johannes Demmelhuber. The entrepreneur is 
also happy that the company now enjoys the benefits of a new ac-
cess route directly from the  Kreisstraße to the company premises, 
thus bypassing the residential areas. 
The company management hopes that the new road will also bring 
relief to the neighboring residential areas to the north of the busi-
ness premises. To date, smaller projects had been implemented 
to manage the growth of the enterprise. Johannes Demmelhuber 
feels liberated thanks to the construction of the two new buildings. 
“Completing this project means that we are well positioned for the 
years to come.” baierl+demmelhuber contracted local businesses 
to implement the project, which was the largest investment in the 
enterprise’s history and simultaneously one of the largest ever re-
alized by a company in the Town of Töging. Construction work on 
the woodworking shop, which boasts 3,600 square meters of ope-
rating space, began in May 2014. The hall construction is made 
almost entirely of timber and – with the exception of three interior 
support beams – self-supporting across its expanse of 66 x46 
meters. The shading façade, which is made of wood, aligns the 
new building with the WeFez. “For us, one of the objectives of the 
visual design is to put the spotlight on craftsmanship for builders 
and customers,” explains Johannes Demmelhuber. The plant’s in-
terior is furnished with state-of-the-art technology. A log band saw 
allows workers to separate thin solid wood panels starting at four 
millimeters, which is a prerequisite for the in-house production of 
saw-cut veneers that look like solid wood pieces. A fully automatic 
intelligent flat panel warehouse delivers the material to the new pa-
nel cutting machine. Construction of the four-floor office complex, 
which offers about 2000 square meters of floor space and room 
for 150 employees, who work for business units Interior Design 
and Complete Build-out, began simultaneously. Overall, 250 of the 
company’s 470 employees around the globe work at the Töging 
site. Mayor Dr. Tobias Windhorst also expressed his enthusiasm for 
the expansion. He placed a lot of emphasis on that local compa-
nies were integrated into the project. “That’s not always possible.” 
Windhorst considers not only the large investment, but also the 
materials used, in particular the aluminum for the office complex 
façade, evidence of the enterprise’s loyalty to Töging as its place 
of business. The Mayor also identified further potential for future 
expansions thanks to the remaining opportunities for growth. In 
his keynote speech, District Councilor Erwin Schneider congratu-
lated the company management on the fact that the company is 
an innovative powerhouse. He also underscored the “enormous 
potential” Töging has to offer given the expansion of the Interstate 
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and described baierl + demmelhuber as a pioneering enterprise 
that has the capability to further increase this potential.  Member 
of State Parliament  Dr. Martin Huber referred to the Demmel-
huber Family as “a hard-working family of entrepreneurs.” “The 
investment also sends a strong message about Töging as a busi-
ness venue. The impact should not be underestimated.” Töging 
pastors Albert Lang and Johann-Albrecht Klüter blessed the new 
buildings. They placed the focus on the self-accountability of ent-
repreneurs, which is part of what makes a business successful. 
Immediately after the official grand opening, the company also 
hosted a “carpenters’ day,” which allowed guests to experience 
the new woodworking shop “in action.” The apprentices also 
participated in this event. Entertainment was provided by “Habby 
Gapping,”  which demonstrated that even a production plant can 
be a great venue for obstacle course sports.
